
Requesting More of an 
Item or Activity

• General Strategy: Use small portions of desired items and provide only a 
few items at a time from sets of multiple items such as blocks or a collection 
of toy farm animals.  Individual must be aware of their presence but cannot 
get them independently.

• Targeted Behaviors: Touching item, reaching towards item, hold out 
empty container, vocalizing, fussing, eye gaze (initially may not be directed 
toward partner).

• Partner’s Response: Provide more of desired item.

• Outcome: With repeated experiences, the individual learns to produce the 
signal with the intent of asking the partner for “more”.
