What are the new requirements for sexual abuse prevention mandated by House Bill 4402?

e Beginning July 1, 2019, the legislation requires children in grades K-12 shall receive age-
appropriate body safety information at least once every school year, with a preference of four
times per year.

e Beginning July 1, 2019, the legislation requires all school personnel will be required to complete
a cumulative four hours of sexual abuse education and prevention training, with a skills renewal
every two years thereafter.
