Below is the guidance we have provided for the use of the homeless set aside and purchasing food using
Title | funds is not included.

What types of services may an LEA provide to homeless students with funds reserved under
Section 1113(c)(3) of Title I?

An LEA may use funds reserved under this section to provide services to eligible homeless
students in both Title I and non-Title I schools that are comparable to services provided to non-
homeless students in Title I schools. Services provided should assist such children in meeting
the State's challenging academic content and academic achievement standards. An LEA has
the discretion to use reserved funds to provide a homeless student with services that are not
ordinarily provided to other Title I students and that are not available from other sources.
Acceptable uses of the Title I Part A funds set aside to address the needs of homeless include the
following items:

Clothing

Personal care items

School supplies - above what is provided by the district

Tutoring - above what is provided by the school the student is attending

Counseling - above what is provided by the school the student is attending.

Glasses

SAT/ACT testing

Graduation gown/invitations

Extra curriculum fees

Field trip fees

Uniforms

Mental health services

Academic expenses/fees, etc.
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
