Call to Order

Legislative Update

Superintendent Paine provided an update on the following legislative bills:  House Bill 2711 (Governor's education bill), Senate Bill 609 (levy rates for counties), and a study resolution regarding simple majority approval of levies and excess levies.  Ms. Sarah Stewart, WVDE Director of Education Policy and Government Relations, provided legislative information regarding Medicaid reimbursements, the child nutrition program, liability for health care providers, allowing nurses to administer Narcan, adjusting the enrollment birth date for students from September 1 to July 1, and extension of the special community development school pilot program.  Superintendent Paine spoke to the budget and possible cuts to education.  Discussion ensued regarding various bills.
