Superintendent Report


Superintendent Paine assisted by Dr. Lou Maynus Assistant State Superintendent, Division of Teaching and Learning, and Ms. Sarah Sayko (PowerPoint attached), West Virginia State Coordinator with the Appalachia Regional Comprehensive Center, provided an update regarding STEM education.   Mr. Rotruck rejoined the meeting.  Mr. Joey Wiseman, Executive Director, WVDE Office of Middle/Secondary Education, Ms. Terri Sappington, Coordinator, WVDE Office of Assessment, Ms. Cindy Burke, Coordinator, WVDE Office of Middle/Secondary Education, and Ms. Monica DellaMea, Executive Director, WVDE Office of Early Learning, (PowerPoint attached/distributed information) provided an overview of the Mathematics in West Virginia Annual Review 2017, and addressed questions regarding West Virginia mathematics standards, programs, delivery of student instruction, and improving achievement.  Mr. Wallace departed the meeting during this presentation.  Ms. Michele Blatt, Assistant State Superintendent, Division of Support and Accountability, announced West Virginia's number one ranking in the provision of school breakfast.  Mr. Clayton Burch (distributed information), Associate State Superintendent, provided a policy forecast inclusive of timeline, process, and sharing of the forecast for input from stakeholders. Request for Statewide Waiver of Certain Provisions of 



Policy 2340, West Virginia Measures of Academic Progress (WV-MAP)


Dr. Maynus presented a statewide waiver of certain provisions of Policy 2340, specifically §§126‑14‑3.58, 126‑14-3.61, 126-14-4.1, 126-14-4.1.a, 126-14-4.1.b, 126‑14-4.5, and 126‑14‑4.5.a, to reflect the implementation of new assessments in the spring of 2018. Specifically, the waiver was requested to continue the previously approved waiver not to test students in grades 9 and 10 and to add the SAT School Day as a WV‑MAP assessment.  The SAT School Day will be administered to all students in grade 11 except for those students with significant cognitive disabilities who take the West Virginia Alternate Assessment. This waiver  incorporates the use of the SAT School Day as a college- and career-readiness assessment for grade 12 students who did not reach the college- and career‑readiness benchmark on the grade 11 West Virginia General Summative Assessment and who are enrolled in senior transition courses. Furthermore, the waiver allows the check box for the Grade 12 College- and Career-Readiness Assessment on Appendix I, Verification of Training, to serve as verification that district and school personnel have been trained properly in the administration and security of the SAT School Day. Additionally, the waiver changes the grade level for assessing science in high school from grade 10 to grade 11. The waiver was necessary to incorporate the required changes prior to test administration in spring 2018 until a revised Policy 2340 is presented to the WVBE for placement on public comment.

Following discussion, Mr. Perry moved, and Mr. Hall seconded, that statewide waiver request of Policy 2340 be approved.  Upon the call for the question the motion was carried unanimously.  (Copy appended to Official Minutes, Attachment J.)
