Mr. Bernie Dolan, Executive Director, WVSSAC, presented proposed amendments to WVSSAC Series 1, 2, 3, and 4 for the Board’s consideration.  Mr. Adam Wolf (distributed information), teacher at Herbert Hoover High School (Kanawha County), provided an overview of the reclassification model.  Mr. Mike Kelley, Principal of Herbert Hoover High School (Kanawha County) and member of the WVSSAC Competition Committee, addressed the Board in support of the AAAA classification.

Following discussion, Mr. Hall moved, and Mr. Campbell seconded, that proposed amendments to WVSSAC Series 1, Series 2, Series 3, and Series 4, with the exception of technical edits requested by Mrs. Sullivan regarding Proposal 1 and Proposal 8, be placed on public comment for 30 days.
